1.3 Appendix V will be in effect.

2. ELIGIBILITY:

2.1 The regatta is open to Y Flyer, Waszp, Lightning and J/24 yachts.

2.2 Local competitors should launch from their home club.

2.3 Out of town Y Flyers, Lightnings and Waszps launch from James Island Yacht Club. J/24s will base out of
Charleston Yacht Club.

5. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS and AREA:
Sailing Instructions and course diagrams will be available online and onsite. All courses will be in Charleston Harbor.

6. PENALTY SYSTEM:

6.1 Rules V1 and V2 of Appendix V will be elaborated in the sailing instructions. including where to go for necessary
forms to be completed and to whom it should be submitted.

6.2 Rule 44.1 is changed so that the Two-Turn Penalty is replaced by the One-Turn Penalty (including one tack and
one gybe).

7. SCORING:

7.1 An unlimited number of races are scheduled on all courses. One race completed will constitute a regatta.

7.2 The regatta will be scored with the low point system as described in RRS, Appendix A as amended to read that if
more than 5 races are scored, each boat will exclude her worst score.
