1. Rules

2. Eligibility and Entry

PHRF MA Certificate not required (ratings will be derived from the PHRF

website)

3. 2022 OCYC Offshore Team Challenge Ocean Race

The mission of this event is to conduct a fun regatta that will introduce a

“team racing” format to the OCYC fleet. There will be two teams, each with a

captain who will name their team and recruit boats to join. Each team will have an

equal number of boats (spinnaker and non-spinnaker). The corrected times will be

aggregated to determine the winning team.

The course will be a distance race starting (and finishing) directly off the

Ocean City Inlet and rounding a mark to set off Lucy the Elephant.

4. Entry Fee

There will be no entry fee. Non-members are welcome.
