2.2  All racing will be done using the RLC rating.
2.3  All boats shall display sail numbers.  Class designations and insignias 
do not constitute a sail number. 
2.4  All registration will be done on line at www.yachtscoring.com
2.5 Registration is considered complete when registration form is filled, 

current rating confirmed, payment is made and waivers have been 

signed by both skippers and crew.

      11.1 The Low Point Scoring System will be used except all races
       count.
       11.2  Time on Time scoring will be used.
12.  Awards

       12.1 Awards will be given for first, second and third in each class.
       12.2  Awards will be presented at a post regatta celebration after 
       completion of the spring regatta and the fall regatta, dates to be
       announced.
