« All racing in the Harbor on two circles

+ Fleets sub-divided to provide close, competitive racing
=+ Multiple windward/leeward races with long/short weather marks and gates
+ Experienced RC and mark boats to keep things square, fair, and moving
+ 8-11 head knockin’, gear bustin’ race series

4+ Schedule:

Friday — Multiple windward/leewards (3-4 races)
Saturday — Multiple windward/leewards (3-4 races)
Sunday — Multiple windward/leewards (2-3 races)

+ PHRF and ONE-DESIGN fleets will be divided between two racing circles in such a way as to
provide close, competitive racing on appropriate courses for all fleets.
4+ One Design classes must have at least four (4) boats entered and paid by May 15™.

Eligibility:  All boats must be at least 20 feet LOA. Classes expected include PHRF Super A, A, B, C, NS
(double headsail allowed) and SBRW Cruising (one headsail only) plus PHRF Cruising (Spin & Non-
Spin), and One-Design classes with 4 or more entries.

All boats must meet the Nearshore category of the US Sailing Safety Equipment Requirements
(which are posted at the HYC website), except One-Design class boats which must meet their class
safety standards. Boats may not be sailed single-handed.

J/105 Class NOTE: J/105 Class Rules are modified by Article IX of the local J-105 Fleet-3
Article/Rules. This event is designated a Level 1A event. J/105 Fleet-3 Articles/Rules can be
found at https://www.j105fleet3.org/rules . [Level 1A events — No professionals allowed
unless they are owners of the boat, and, drivers must be owners or long-term crew.]
