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The notation ‘[NP]’ in a rule of the sailing instructions (SIs) means that a boat may not
protest another boat for breaking that rule. This changes RRS 60.1(a).

A boat is not
considered check-in until she receives an acknowledgement from the
signal vessel. A boat failing to check in will receive a 20% scoring penalty
as calculated in RRS 44.3.

[DP] A boat that retires from a race shall notify the race committee at the
first reasonable opportunity by VHF radio or hail.



13.3. Boats requiring emergency assistance shall first contact the US Coast
Guard with the sail number, location, and nature of the emergency
including description of any injuries and then the NBYC support vessel.
