RULES

1.1 
The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) 2009 -2012, the 2008 CSA Rules, IRC Rules, the Notice of Race and these Sailing Instructions. 
2
NOTICES TO COMPETITORS


2.1
Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board(s) located at race headquarters at Camper & Nicholson’s Port Louis Marina. 
3
CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS


Any change to the sailing instructions will be posted before 0830 on the day it will take effect, except that any change to the schedule of races will be posted by 2000 on the day before it will take effect.

SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

4.1
Signals made ashore will be displayed at race headquarters.  

4.2
When flag AP is displayed ashore, ‘1 minute’ is replaced with ‘not less than 60 minutes’ in the race signal AP.

5.4  Those boats not competing in the Pursuit Race will rendezvous at the start area for Courses DE for racing after the finish of the Pursuit Race.

8.1  The diagrams in these SIs show the courses, the order in which marks are to be passed, and the side on which each mark is to be left. The written course descriptio shall govern over the course diagram. Posted mark positions are approximate.

MARKS

9.1
Marks will be orange or yellow Tetrahedrons.
10 AREAS THAT ARE OBSTRUCTIONS
10.1 Long Point Shoal and the Porpoises. 

11
THE START

11.1
Races will be started by using rule 26. 
11.2
The starting line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on the RC signal boat and the nearby starting mark.


11.3
Boats whose warning signal has not been made shall avoid the starting area.
11.4  For the first race of each day the starting order will be 1-2-3-4.  In subsequent races of the day the starting order may be changed.  

11.5 Standoff Mark – A mark or float may be trailed off the stern of the RC boat. No boat shall pass between the mark and the RC boat or touch the mark while racing. For the purposes of RRS 31 any such mark or float is part of the RC boat. This changes RRS 31. 

12
CHANGE OF THE NEXT LEG OF THE COURSE

12.1
To change the next leg of the course, the race committee will lay a new mark (or move the finishing line) and remove the original mark as soon as practicable. When in a subsequent change a new mark is replaced, it will be replaced by an original mark. 
13
THE FINISH
13.1
The finishing line will be between a staff displaying a blue flag on the finishing line boat and either a nearby inflatable mark or a staff displaying a blue flag on a nearby RC boat.

13.2
Flag “Second Substitute” displayed (no sound signal) by the race committee finish boat while boats are finishing indicates that another race will be sailed.

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14
PENALTY SYSTEM

14.1 For all classes, rule 44.1 is changed so that the Two-Turns Penalty is replaced by the One-Turn Penalty.

14.2 The Scoring Penalty, rule 44.3, will apply. 

14.3. RRS 44.3(a) is changed to allow either a yellow flag or flag I. All boats that have taken a scoring penalty in accordance with RRS 44.3 shall submit a written declaration on a form at the protest desk at race headquarters prior to the end of protest time. Submitting a written declaration within the protest time limit shall satisfy the requirement of RRS 44.3(a) to inform the RC at the finishing line. This changes RRS 44.3(a).
14.4 RRS 44.3(c) is modified such that a protested yacht that acknowledges breaking a rule of RRS Part 2 before the protest hearing and does not meet all of the requirements of RRS 44.3 shall receive a penalty of 40% but not less than 3 places.
15. TIME LIMITS AND TARGET TIMES

15.1
All boats not finishing within 60 minutes of the finish time of the first boat to finish a race shall be scored “TLE” (Time Limit Expired) without a hearing.  A “TLE” score shall be two more points than the number of boats that have finished within the time limit. This changes RRS 35, A 4.1, A 4.2, A5 and A11.

15.2       All racing will conclude by 1800 each day. Boats that have not finished by 1800 will be scored TLE. 

16
PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

16.1 
Protest forms are available at the race office. Protests shall be delivered there within the protest time limit.



16.2
The protest time limit is 90 minutes after the RC signal boat docks. The same time limit applies to protests by the race committee and jury about incidents they observe in the racing area and to requests for redress. This changes rules 61.3 and 62.2. The protest time limit will be posted on the official notice board. 
16.3
Notices will be posted within 30 minutes of the protest time limit to inform competitors of hearings in which they are parties or named as witnesses. Hearings will be held in the jury room, located at the race headquarters. 

16.4
Notices of protests by the race committee or jury will be posted to inform boats under rule 61.1(b). 



16.5
On the last day of the regatta a request for reopening a hearing shall be delivered
(a)
within the protest time limit if the party requesting reopening was informed of the decision on the previous day;



(b)
no later than 30 minutes after the party requesting reopening was informed of the decision on that day. 
This changes rule 66.

16.6
On the last scheduled day of racing a request for redress based on a jury decision shall be delivered no later than 30 minutes after the decision was posted. This changes rule 62.2.
16.7
Decisions of the jury will be   final as provided in rule 70.5.

17 
SCORING

17.1 RRS Appendix A shall be used for the eight (8) race series described in NOR 4.5.
17.2 Eight (8) races are scheduled, of which one (1) shall be completed to constitute a series. 

17.3 Each boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores, excluding the Pursuit Race. This changes RRS A2. 
18 
SAFETY REGULATIONS

18.1
A boat that retires from a race or leaves the racing area shall notify the race committee as soon as possible. 

18.2 All boats shall comply with CSA minimum safety requirements. 

18.3 Anchors shall not be carried over the bow or stern while racing. 
19 
REPLACEMENT OF EQUIPMENT
19.1 
Substitution of damaged or lost equipment will not be allowed unless approved by the race committee. Requests for substitution shall be made to the committee at the first reasonable opportunity.  


20
EQUIPMENT AND MEASUREMENT CHECKS

A boat or equipment may be inspected at any time for compliance with the class rules and sailing instructions. On the water, a boat can be instructed by a race committee measurer to proceed immediately to a designated area for inspection. 
21
OFFICIAL BOATS

Official boats will be marked with RC blue flag.
22
HAUL-OUT RESTRICTIONS


All boats shall be afloat before the first warning signal on the first day of racing and shall not be hauled out during the regatta except in an emergency or with the permission of the Jury. 
23
RADIO COMMUNICATION

23.1
During office hours, Race Headquarters keeps listening watch on VHF channel 11 & 16. Race Committee working channel will be noted in the Sailing Instructions.

23.2
The RC will use VHF radio, Channel 11 to communicate to the fleet, including the location of the starting area, countdown to the start, OCS bow/sail numbers, General Recalls and Postponements. Failure to make these broadcasts or failure to include sail #/boat name or failure to hear them shall not constitute grounds for granting redress. This changes RRS 62.1.

23.3 
The RC may broadcast an offical time check on VHF Channel 11 prior to the first race of the day, and may follow with an annoucement of any changes to the Sailing Instructions that have been posted.
