IMS-The IMS Regulations shall be in effect, with time allowances calculated using the circular random ratings for a

yacht, with the wind speed as determined by the Performance Curve Scoring System with 100% of the Dynamic

Allowance for qualified Cruiser/Racers and the following modifications:(a) Section205. Sail Inventory is amended to

state that the boats with IMS L’s of (<29.53 ft) shall have the same requirements as those of (29.53-41.99 ft). (b) the number

of small jibs shall be limited.

Non-spinnaker class is defined as prohibiting the use of any headsail whose mid-girth (mid-luff to mid-leech) is more

than 50% of its foot measurement. This means: no flashers, jib only. Except when changing headsails, participating yachts

may not fly more than one headsail at a time. '
