a)  Boats shall be afloat by 1300 hours on August 25 and remain in water for entire 

regatta  

 
b)  Lift Keel Hobie 33’s shall use the ramp at Elmwood Township Marina 

 
c)  Fixed Keel Hobie 33’s may be launched and retrieved at The Harbor.  Please​ ​make 

prior arrangements well ahead of time with Dave Darga, ​Harbor West Yacht Services, 
Inc. at 231-941-1802  

 
d)  Boats shall not be hauled out during the regatta except with and according to the 

terms of prior written permission by the Race Committee. 

 
e)  Boats may find a slip/buoy, for the duration of the event at GTYC, or in Elmwood 

Township Marina, Marina Village, Clinch Park Marina.  

 
f)  Trailers may be parked at GTYC’s Bluewater Hall  free of charge for the duration of 

the event.
