SAILING INSTRUCTIONS SUPPLEMENT with SI 
Amendment No. 1 

1 RULES 

1.2 The sailing instructions (SIs) consist of “2018 AYC STANDARD DROP MARKS SAILING INSTRUCTIONS” 
(available at http://bit.ly/ayc-standardsi) and this supplement. 

2 COMMUNICATIONS WITH COMPETITORS 

2.1 Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board at: 
https://yachtscoring.com/emenu.cfm?eID=4682. 

2.2 On the water, the race committee will communicate with competitors on VHF channel 72. 

5 SCHEDULE OF RACES 

5.1 The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race of the day is 1100. 
5.3 A total of 5 races are scheduled.  Up to 3 races may be sailed per day. 
5.4 No warning signal will be made after 1530 each day. 
5.5 After racing on Sunday, all competitors are invited to a post-race party and awards presentation at AYC 

with complimentary beer. 

6 CLASS FLAGS 

6.1 The class flags are:  
 Class Class flag 

 ORC I Pennant 1  

 ORC II Pennant 2  
 J/35 Flag K 
 J/105 Flag V 

6.2 Boats in the ORC classes shall clearly display a class flag at the stern (approximately 5 feet up on the 
backstay if the boat has a backstay).  

9 MARKS 

9.1 FOR THE J/105 CLASS, the starting mark will be a lime green cylinder.  FOR ALL OTHER CLASSES, the 
starting mark will be a short yellow cylinder. 

9.2 The finishing marks, and mark 1a will be lime green cylinders.   
9.3 All other marks of the course will be orange cylinders.  
9.4 New marks used in accordance with SI 12 will be orange cylinders with a dark colored band. 

13 THE FINISH 

13.1 The finishing line will be between a staff or halyard displaying a blue flag on the race committee finishing 
vessel and the course side of the finishing mark.  

13.2 For downwind finishes, the finishing line will be on the opposite side of the race committee vessel as the 
starting line. 

15 TIME LIMITS 

15.1 The time limits (in minutes) are: 
 Mark 1 Time Limit Race Time Limit Finishing Window 

 30 90 15 for J/35 and J/105; none for ORC I or II 

16 RACE OFFICE 

16.1 The race office will be located in the card room on the main floor of the AYC 2 Compromise Street 
Clubhouse.   
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17 SCORING  

17.6 Corrected times for ORC classes will be calculated using ORC Time-on-Time Triple Number 
Inshore/Windward Leeward ratings. The race committee will announce the wind speed rating (Low, 
Medium, or High) on VHF radio prior to the warning signal.  
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
