RULES

The following US Sailing prescriptions will not apply: 60, 63.2, and 63.4.

The Offshore Rating Rule will apply for handicap sections.

The Local Rules of the Chicago T-10 Association will apply.

ADVERTISING
Boats may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the organizing
authority.

ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

The person in charge shall be a member of his or her national authority. The U.S. national
authority is US Sailing.

The regatta is open to any boat of 25 feet LOA or greater that holds either a current
Offshore Racing Rule (ORR) handicap certificate or is a member of a one-design racing
fleet recognized by the organizing authority. A boat sailing under ORR will be assigned to
a section according to rating and other factors at the discretion of the organizing authority.
A minimum of seven bona fide entries must be received by July 27, 2012 for a one-design
fleet to be recognized. If this requirement is not met, the organizing authority will assign
these boats to an appropriate ORR section, in which case a valid ORR certificate shall be
furnished no later than August 3, 2012.

Eligible boats may enter by completing the online form found at www.yachtscoring.com or
at www.chicagoyachtclub.org and paying the required fee by July 27, 2012. Late fees will
apply to entries received after July 27, 2012 up to the entry deadline of August 3, 2012. An
entry is not valid until the entry form is completed, the fees are received and, if applicable,
a valid 2012 ORR certificate is furnished.
