NOTICE OF RACE 7/12/2012

RULES

The race will be governed by the current Racing Rules of Sailing, the PHRF Minimum Safety
Equipment Recommendations of the YRA of Long Island Sound-Category C, the current Rules for
JSA Events, except as may modified by the Sailing Instructions. Sailing instructions will be
available on the JSA Website

Specific attention is directed to RRS Fundamental Rules 1.1 and 4, which state:

11 A boat or competitor shall give al possible help to any person or vessel in danger.
4, The responsibility for aboat’ s decision to participate in arace or to continue
racing is hers alone.

RACE MANAGEMENT
The Organizing Authority (OA) is Stamford Y acht Club.

The Race Committee shall use VHF Channel 05.
The US Coast Guard can reached on VHF Channel 16 and by phone at: 631-261-6868

RATINGS
The current PHRF of the YRA of LISWL ratings will be used. Weight limitswill not bein effect.
Pursuant to the JSA Big Boat Manual, Sports Boats are not permitted at JSA events.

ELIGIBILITY AND SAFETY REQUIREMENTS
Boat Eligibility

The race is open to boats owned by:

a amember of aYRA member club; or

b amember of an association that is amember of JSA; or
¢ acommunity sailing program that is a member of JSA.

Boats shall be not less than 27 feet HL or more than 45 feet HL

Boats shall have avalid YRALIS PHRF certificate.
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ADVISORS/CREW ELIGIBILITY AND RESPONSIBILITY

Each boat shall have aboard at least two senior advisors (“ Advisors'), one of whom shall be the
Boat Owner or adesignated Owner’s Representative, who shall be at least 25 years old, and be
capable of taking command of the boat in emergency conditions; and the other(s) of whom shall be
at least 18 years old and experienced in racing.

For boats over 35 fest, it is recommended that there be at least three advisors.

Instructors may serve as Advisors; however, an Instructor may never serve as an Owner’s
Representative.

The Boat Owner or adesignated Owner’s Representative is responsible for the safety of the yacht
and its crew as well as the conduct of the crew before and during the race, and compliance with the
Notice of Race and the Sailing Instructions.

The Boat Owner or the Owner’s Representative has the final say in matters pertaining to the safety
of the crew and the boat. (RRS Fundamental Rule 4)

The Advisors shall refrain from assisting the sailors with racing strategies except when a saf ety
issueisinvolved.

All junior sailors (Juniors) and their instructor advisors shall be members of JSA.

Each boat shall be crewed by at least five Juniorswho are at least 14 years old and at most 18
years old by the end of the current calendar year.

Juniors shall congtitute at least 60% of the total number of persons aboard.

SAFETY REQUIREMENTS
All boats shall comply with Minimum Equipment & Safety Recommendations of the Y RA of
Long Idand Sound: Category C.

All boats shall comply with the Rules for JSA Events. Special attention is called to Rule 8, JSA
Rules for PHRF events.

SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS

Prior to the start of the race, and within 24 hours thereof, 100% of the race crewmembers must
participate in an onboard man overboard drill. Participating crew shall sign the Man Overboard
Certificate supplied with the Race Entry. The completed Man Overboard Certificate shall remain
aboard the boat and shall be turned over to the OA upon their request.

ENTRY PROCESS

Boats enter and pay by completing the process found at http://www.yachtscoring.com Which may
also be accessed viathe JSA website, and compl eting the attached forms which are to be mailed to
and arrive at Stamford Y acht Club by the time and date specified in NOR 6.2. They may be hand
delivered, FAXed (203-348-1462) The attached forms include: Man Overboard Certificate, Crew
Form, and Boat Owner’ s Certificate and Waiver.

Entries must be received by 1800, Saturday, August 11, 2012. Late entries may be accepted at the
discretion of the Race Committee. Absolutely NO entries or associated paperwork will be
accepted on the water.

A valid PHRF Rating Certificate shall be on file with the YRA of LIS, Rating Certificate
revisions may be accepted after submission of the Entry Form at the discretion of the OA.
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Two copies of acompleted and signed 2012 JSA Waiver form for each of the Junior crew
members (available on the JSA website) must be received at Stamford Y C by 1800, Sunday,
August 12th.

FEES
The fee shall be $50.00 per boat

The fee for late entries shall be $75.00 per boat

SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
The sailing instructions will be available via the JSA website, or at www.yachtscoring.com

COMMUNICATION

While racing, except in the course of aroll call or emergency, aboat shall neither make nor
receive wireless communications not ssimultaneously available to all boats. This restriction also
applies to mobile telephones.

During the race, contestants may not receive weather, current or navigationa information except
by broadcast from a publicized source available to all competitors.

SCHEDULE

The first warning is scheduled for 1000 on Monday, August 13, 2012 at approximately 1.2 NM
northeasterly of Red Bell “32A” (Mid-Sound).

INSPECTIONS

Before the start of the race or after its finish, the OA shall reserve the right to inspect any and all
boats for full compliance with eigibility and equipment requirements. Theinspectionisa
courtesy and it remains the Boat Owner’s, or Owner’s Representative, responsibility to comply
with al requirements. In accordance with RRS, failure to be in compliance subjects the boat to
protest and time penalties.

RESPONSIBILITY FOR SAFETY

As acondition of the participation of any boat in any race or related activity sponsored or
undertaken by the Stamford Y acht Club, the owner, helmsperson and each crewmember agree that
the safety of the boat and the crew and the decision whether or not to start or continueto raceis
solely their responsibility. Each of them waives all claims which he or she, or any heir,
representative, successor or assignee, may have against the Stamford Y acht Club and the JSA of
LIS and each of their officers, trustees, members, committees, employees or agents, arising out of
or in any way connected with participation in such race or activity. Responsibility for evaluating
wind, sea and weather conditions rests with each competitor, as does the responsibility for the safe
condition and operation of their boat including saf ety equipment and rigging and for wearing alife
jacket. Assistance from the race committee, patrol boats, or other support boats and from
personnel aboard them is at the risk of the participant. Stamford Y acht Club bears no responsibility
for accidents, damage or injuriesto boats or their personnel arising from any cause during the race.
