This event is a qualifying regatta for the YRALIS Anderson, Hipkins, Gitana, Sappho, Caper, Competitors, Kings
Point, Sally Finkbeiner , Allegra Knapp Mertz Trophies and the YRA Youth Challenge Cup

RULES

The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.

For PHREF entries, the current PHRF Regulations as administered by the YRALIS will apply.

PHREF boats shall obsetve the current Minimum Equipment Recommendations of the YRALIS for Race Category C.
The sailing instructions will state that Appendix V1, Penalty at the Time of an Incident, will apply.

For classes racing at Indian Harbor YC and American YC, Appendix T will apply as changed below:

After the last sentence of Appendix T4, Arbitration Meeting Outcomes, add the following: 1f a protest hearing is
held, the arbitrator will not be a member of the panel that hears the protest but will be permitted to observe the
testimony presented and offer testimony. This changes rule T4 and 63.3(a).

For the J 105 Class this is a Level 2A event and the Fleet 6 Junior exemption (article 9.8) will apply.

ELIGIBILTY

All skippers shall be members of the YRALIS. New members or those who need to renew may apply by going to
www.yralis.org

The regatta is open to both PHRF and PHRF Navigator Boats with valid certificates and the following One Design
Classes: | 105, J 88, Viper 640, | 70, Etchells, IOD, Shields, S-Boats, Ideal 18s, Laser and Laser Radials.

PHRF Navigator class may include Spinnaker and Non-Spinnaker divisions.

Additional One Design Classes may be added provided there is a minimum of 4 boats entered.

31, 2019. Entries received after July 31 will be subject to a $25.00 late fee

VENUE

Additional classes that meet the requirements of NoR 2.4 will be assigned a venue.

THE COURSES
PHRF and all One Design courses will be Windward/Leeward as described in the sailing instructions.
PHRF Navigator Class will be an Open Course using Government buoys as described in the sailing instructions.

SCORING

One completed race constitutes a series.

PHRF time allowances will be computed using time on distance.

If fewer than five races are completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores. If five or more races are

completed a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.
Scoring for PHREF YRA Season Trophies will be double weighted for this event.

RADIO COMMUNICATIONS
Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This
restriction also applies to all mobile telephones and tablets.

PRIZES

Prizes will be awarded for First and Second place for classes with seven or less entries. Prizes for First through Third
will be awarded to classes with entries with eight or more.

YRA Championship prizes will be awarded to the Best Performance of a yacht on each circle as determined by the
OA.

The Henry H. Anderson Trophy Single-Handed Championship of Long Island Sound will be awarded to the highest
tinishing male skipper in the Laser class.

The Commodore Hipkins Trophy Men’s Sailing Championship of Long Island Sound will be awarded to the best
performing male skipper over the age of 18 from the multi-handed one-design classes racing on the AYC and IHYC
circles as determined by the OA.

This regatta is a qualifying event for the YRA Youth Challenge Cup, the Sally Finkbeiner Trophy, the Gitano, Sappho,
Competitors, Kings Point and Allegra Knapp Mertz awards.
